Using the “Stamp of the Day” will provide you with a way to promote your sale to all the SAN users by using specific lots that you select. You can rotate these lots once per day, once per couple days or at whatever frequency you wish. Rotating the lots can increase sale participation by attracting different bidders to your sale. 

Each time a lot image and description is displayed on the SAN main page that is one impression. This is important to understand because when you set up your Stamp of the Day and start it... your ranking will determine what percent of the impressions for the day you will receive. Impressions are not click-throughs.
Your bid is ranked among the other bids. The rank of your bid will determine the percentage of impressions that will be shown. When you place your bid, you will see your rank and the percent of traffic that you should expect each day. By placing a bid for Stamp of the Day, you are assured that your lot will be shown that day. The minimum bid is $.02 (2 cents) per impression and If you are the lowest bidder, you will pay what you bid. All other bidders will pay .5 cents above the next lower bid (or their bid / whichever is lower). Tie goes to the earlier bid. 

Here’s how to manage your “Stamp of the Day”
Step 1
Log into your admin page at SAN and under the “Auction and Sale Management” section choose the first option (displayed below)

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Step 2

This next page allows you to update your company information and the section displayed below on the left side of the page is where you will set up and maintain your Stamp of the Day information. This is also where you will be able to turn it off and on again between sales. You simply enter in the information you are asked for, press the “Update” button and you are ready to go.

Here are some definitions that will help you with the fields that you fill in:

· Daily Budget: The amount that you are willing to spend for a day using the promotion. Once the limit has been reached the promotion is stopped and will resume the next day provided the Start Auction flag is still set to “Y” and if you have not exceeded your monthly budget.
· Monthly Budget: The amount that you are willing to spend for a month using the promotion. Once the limit has been reached the promotion is stopped and will resume the next month provided the Start Auction flag is still set to “Y”.
· Company Profile: This is 2-3 lines about your company in general. You can change it each sale if you wish or just leave it. It is displayed when the bidder clicks on the image of your highlight below the lot description and image.

· Pixel Width: For now please leave at 150

· Start Auction: “Y” starts the promotion on the main page. “N” turns off the promotion on the main page.
·  Stopped Due to Budget: “N” indicates that the promotion has not exceeded the daily or Monthly budget. “Y” indicates that either the daily or the monthly budget max has been exceeded and the promotion has been stopped until the next day or month depending upon with budget amount has been exceeded.

NOTE: Once you enter your information and press the Update button you can look to the right side of the page and see your current ranking, estimated percent of impressions and the estimated cost per day based on you bid and the number of other companies bidding that day (see image below). Know that your ranking can change even without you changing your highlight as sales finish and companies turn their highlights off till their next sale.
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*We use a tange of 3500 - 6000 as our estimate of the page hits for the main page.




HINT: You can easily test what bid you will need to make to get to the ranking you wish by changing your bid, pressing update and looking to the right to see the impact... BUT... know that if you do this and then return your bid to the same amount you might enter into a tie bid with others bidding that could drop from your original ranking based on the time of submission.
Step 3

Understanding your charges...
Each sale and lot combination that you use will accumulate impressions throughout every day that you have the Start Auction flag set to “Y”. No impressions and charges are incurred when the flag is set to “N”

The image below shows you what details related to your highlight we provide you for your cost management and performance analysis.
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NOTE:

The first time you go into your Stamp of the Day maintenance your may see some lots in the charges area that you did not add... this is fine as we may have started the highlight for you after posting the sale. Let us know and we can make sure that we clear out that lot history for you if you wish.

Also, in the example above you see lots with 1 impression and 100% click through... those are most likely tests that the companies new to the Stamp of the Day do to see how a lot looks and what happens when you click on it.

As long as you are logged into the SAN admin page, the impression counter is turned off (for all auction companies).  This is to allow you to test the main StampAuctionNetwork page by refreshing it, without incurring charges for you or other auction companies.
