2. The auctioneer has the right to reject any bid, to advance the
bidding at his discretion and, in the event of a dispute between
bidders, to determine the successful bidder, to continue the bidding
or to reoffer and resell the lot in dispute.

4. Lots with numbers followed by the symbol ° are offered subject
to a confidential minimum bid (“reserve”’), below which the lot will
not be sold. The absence of the symbol ° means that the lot is
offered without a reserve. If there is no reserve, the auctioneer has
sole discretion to establish a minimum opening bid and may
refuse an offer of less than half of the published estimate. Any lot
that does not reach its reserve or opening bid requested by the
auctioneer will be announced as “passed” and excluded from the
prices realized lists after the sale. The Galleries may have a direct
or indirect ownership interest in any or all lots in the sale resulting
from an advance of monies or goods-in-trade or a guarantee of
minimum net proceeds made by the Galleries to the seller.

6. Successful bidders, unless they have established credit with the
Galleries prior to the sale, must make payment in full before the
lots will be delivered. Buyers not known to the Galleries must make
payment in full within 3 days from the date of sale. The Galleries
retains the right to demand a cash deposit from anyone prior to
bidder registration and/or to demand payment at the time the lot
is knocked down to the highest bidder, for any reason whatsoever.

Grades and Centering

Our descriptions contain detailed information and observations
about each item’s condition. We have also assigned grades to
stamps and covers, which reflect our subjective assessment. For
stamps, the margin width, centering and gum are described and
graded according to generally-accepted standards (an
approximate correlation to numeric grades is provided at right).
Although we believe our grades are accurate, they are not always
exactly aligned with third-party grading terms or standards for all
issues. A lot may not be returned because a certification service
grades a stamp lower than the grade stated in the description.
Information from the P.S.E. Stamp Market Quarterly and P.S.E.
Population Report®™ is the most current available, but lots may
not be returned due to errors or changes in statistics or data.

Extremely Fine Gem (90-100): The term “Gem” describes condition
that is the finest possible for the issue. This term is equivalent to
“Superb” used by grading services.

Extremely Fine (80-90): Exceptionally large/wide margins or near
perfect centering.

Very Fine (70-85): Normal-size margins for the issue and well-
centered with the design a bit closer to one side. “Very Fine and
choice” applies to stamps that have desirable traits such as rich
color, sharp impression, freshness or clarity of cancel.

Fine (60-70): Smaller than usual margins or noticeably off center.
Pre-1890 issues may have the design touched in places.

Very Good (below 60): Attractive appearance, but margins or
perforations cut into the design.

For example, stamps
issued in tropical climates are expected to have some
gum disturbance due to humidity, and such condition

is not considered a negative factor in pricing.

Covers

Minor nicks, short edge tears, flap tears and slight reduction at one side are normal conditions for 19th century envelopes. Folded letters
should be expected to have at least one file fold. Light cleaning of covers and small mends along the edges are accepted forms of
conservation. Unusual covers may have a common stamp with a slight crease or tiny tear. These flaws exist in virtually all 19th century
covers and are not always described. They are not grounds for return.

Catalogue Values and Estimates
Unless otherwise noted, the currently available Scott Catalogue values are quoted in dollars with a decimal point. Other catalogues are
often used for foreign countries or specialized areas and are referred to by their common name: Stanley Gibbons (SG), Dietz, American Air
Mail Catalogue (AAMC), Michel, Zumstein, Facit, etc. Estimates are indicated with an “E.” and reflect our conservative valuation in dollars.
Reserves will never exceed the low end of the estimate range; they will sometimes exceed Scott Catalogue value for stamps in Extremely
Fine condition.

Because of certain pricing inconsistencies in the Scott Catalogue—for example, blocks that have no gum, the absence of premiums for Mint
N.H. items, etc.—we cannot guarantee the accuracy of values quoted for multiples, specialized items and collection lots. We generally try
to be conservative, but buyers may not return a lot because of a discrepancy in catalogue value due to Scott pricing inconsistencies.

The David Golden Collection of
Hawaiian Stamps and Postal History

E ARE FAST APPROACHING THE 200-YEAR ANNIVERSARY OF THE ARRIVAL

of the first American missionaries in Hawaii in April 1820. Yet it was only 40 years
after the Pioneer Company reached the islands, and only a decade after Hawaii’s first
stamps were issued, that the world’s stamp collectors were clamoring for this island
kingdom’s postage stamps. As early as the 1860’s, former postmaster general Whitney
was receiving letters asking for Hawaiian stamps. In 1864 the first philatelically-
inspired printing of Numerals was made to answer the demand from collectors. This
long and lasting legacy of Hawaiian philately is a tribute to the islands’ important
place in world geography and the Kingdom of Hawaii’s rich history.

Although the Hawaiian Islands received and conducted business with American and
European maritime travelers as far back as the 18th century, it was the arrival of the
evangelical Christian missionaries from Boston that had the greatest impact on the
indigenous Hawaiian population. From their first encounter with King Kamehameha I
to the annexation of Hawaii in 1898, Americans greatly influenced Hawaiians in areas
of religion, culture, business and communication. Therefore, the study of Hawaiian
postal history and stamps is closely tied with the development of the United States
postal system. It is impossible to understand one without the other.

Hawaiian mail communication during the 19th century reflects the profound
changes that occurred throughout the world and, in particular, the United States.
While today’s fortunes in moving information are made with the 0’s and 1’s of the
digital world, 19th century fortunes were made with sail and steam by men such as
Cornelius Vanderbilt. People relied on ocean vessels to communicate between the
remote Pacific islands and homes thousands of miles apart. Journies were measured in
months, and ship captains were stewards of valuable mail bags. As new routes were
established across Mexico, Panama, Nicaragua and eventually the continental United
States, the distances and communication times were shortened. Steam-powered
engines enabled ships to navigate without the obstacles of wind and current, and they
replaced horse-drawn stagecoaches with iron-horse locomotives.

America’s Manifest Destiny, fueled by population, capital and a political appetite for
expansion, brought Hawaii closer to the United States, and the United States closer to
conflict with other nations. Resolution of the 1844 Oregon Boundary dispute with
Great Britain, the U.S. military victory over Mexico and the acquisition of California
created new boundaries. Within a year, gold was discovered at Sutter’s Mill, creating
one of the greatest migrations of people in history and accelerating the settlement of
the West. All of these events profoundly impacted the postal systems of Hawaii.

The 1849 Treaty of Friendship between the Kingdom of Hawaii and the govern-
ment of the United States specifically mandated the establishment of formal postal
relations between the two countries. The immediate result was Whitney’s “Letter Bag”
mail at the Honolulu offices of The Polynesian, the official Hawaiian government news-
paper. Starting with the first trip on November 2, 1850, the Polynesian Letter Bag was
a collection point for mail to and from Hawaiian correspondents. This arrangement
was quickly followed by the establishment of the first official post office at Honolulu,
effective December 21, 1850. The inaugural post office legislative act was modified on
June 18, 1851, effective September 13, and it authorized Postmaster General Whitney
to issue Hawaii’s first postage stamps (the original document is offered as lot 63).

David Golden, an accomplished philatelist, built his Hawaii collection with great
passion over 50 years. Items in the collection can be traced back to such esteemed
collectors as Ferrary, Crocker, Caspary, Lichtenstein, Tows, Knapp, Admiral Harris,
Krug, Lilly, Ambassador Middendorf, Boker, Ostheimer, Ishikawa and Twigg-Smith
(Honolulu Advertiser). These great collectors regarded Hawaiian stamps and postal
history as one of the most significant of all philatelic subjects. The Golden collection,
presented in the pages of this sale catalogue, confirms that judgment.



HAWAIIAN POSTAL HISTORY RE-DEFINED

Since its publication in 1948 the Meyer-Harris book (Hawaii, Its Stamps and Postal
History) has been the standard reference to Hawaiian stamps and postal history. Within
the next year, the research of Fred Gregory (assisted by Steven C. Walske), will be
published by The Philatelic Foundation. Gregory’s website, Post Office in Paradise
(www.hawaiianstamps.com), has been the internet oracle for Hawaiian philately. The
book, to be released in more than one volume, will go far beyond the “Meyer-Harris
revision” contemplated by philatelists for so many years and should become the new
standard reference. For this reason, we have been guided by and drawn heavily from
Fred Gregory’s book (in manuscript form) and his website.

Gregory has divided Hawaii’s postal history into eight periods:

Pre-Postal Period — up to November 2, 1850

First Treaty Period — November 2, 1850, to June 30, 1851

Second Treaty Period — July 1, 1851, to May 16, 1855

Third Treaty Period — May 16, 1855, to August 30, 1863

Fourth Treaty Period — August 30, 1863, to June 30, 1870

U.S.-Hawaii Postal Convention Period — starts July 1, 1870

UPU Period — starts January 1, 1882

U.S. Post Office Period — starts June 14, 1900

The First, Second, Third and Fourth Treaty periods are defined by the basic United
States domestic postage rates that applied to mail to and from Hawaii. Within a
period, there were different applications of the rates (sometimes through error), and
these are further classified as Sub-Periods. The combination of Hawaiian and United
States postage for each article of mail is reflected in the stamps and postal markings.
Inter-island mail was not subject to postage charges until August 1859, when the 1¢
newspaper and 2¢ letter rates were established.

The 1870 Postal Convention between the U.S. and Hawaii established a reciprocal
6¢ per half-ounce rate for each letter, eliminating the need for dual postage and
accounting (excepting letters addressed beyond the U.S.). When Hawaii joined the
Universal Postal Union on January 1, 1882, the prevailing UPU rates applied.
Following annexation in 1898, the Hawaiian post offices were incorporated into the
U.S. Post Office Department on June 14, 1900.

DAVID GOLDEN (1915-2007)

Mr. Golden started collecting fine art as a young man and had been active in philatelic
pursuits for 60 years. His greatest passion of study and collecting was Hawaiian postal
history. He also formed extensive collections of Mexico, U.S. Carriers and Locals, U.S.
specialties, Worldwide Airposts, U.S. Possessions, Confederate States, Afghanistan and
Ukraine. Mr. Golden was a longtime member of the Collectors Club of New York,
American Philatelic Society, Mexico Elmhurst Philatelic Society International, U.S.
Philatelic Classics Society and The Royal Philatelic Society of London. Mr. Golden and his
brother, Stephen Gould, were co-founders of Stephen Gould Paper Co. Inc., a world-
wide packaging design and manufacturing company.

HAWAIITIAN STAMPS AND POSTAL HISTORY

MAIL FROM HAWAII TO THE UNITED STATES 1820-1850

1°= “Hanaroorah, Woahoo, May 14th 1820”. Dateline on 2V2-page folded letter with “April” crossed
out, postscript dated May 15, “Hanaroorah” is the phonetic spelling of Honolulu (the indigenous
people had difficulty pronouncing the consonant “L”), addressed to Mr. William Williams in Utica
N.Y., from Maria T. Loomis, a member of the Pioneer Company of missionaries to the Hawaiian
Islands who arrived on the Thaddeus in April 1820, cover hand-carried to New York on the British
whaler L’Aigle by Captain Valentine Starbuck, on arrival in New York eighteen months later it
entered the mails with red “New-York Nov. 21”7 (1821) circular datestamp and “SHIP” handstamp,
manuscript “20%2” due (18%2c postage plus 2c ship fee), light vertical file folds, some slight soiling
but in excellent condition

THIS IS THE SECOND EARLIEST DATED LETTER WRITTEN BY AN AMERICAN MISSIONARY AFTER
ARRIVING IN HAWAII IN APRIL 1820, AND IT IS THE EARLIEST IN PRIVATE HANDS. THIS LETTER
AND THE INSTITUTIONALIZED MAY 13 LETTER WRITTEN BY REVEREND BINGHAM WERE CARRIED
IN THE SAME MAIL PACKET, WHICH WAS THE FIRST TO BE SENT HOME BY THE PIONEER MISSION-
ARIES. MARIA LOOMIS’ FASCINATING LETTER PROVIDES A WINDOW INTO THE FIRST DAYS OF THE
MISSIONARIES” EXPERIENCE IN THE HAWAIIAN KINGDOM.

Maria T. Loomis’ well-written and clearly legible letter reads in part: “Through the kind providence of
God we have been favored with a safe and pleasant passage across the mighty deep and have obtained a happy
and we hope a permanent residence in these Isles of the Sea. I have the happiness to inform you that
Owhyhee’s Idols are no more, their Morais are burnt to the ground & their Taboos and superstitious rites are
abolished. God in a manner unparalleled has prepared the way for his glorious Gospel and these Isles are now
waiting and ready for His Law.” The “Morais” referred to here are Hawaiian places of worship that
were regarded by the missionaries as pagan temples. A contemporary description can be found at
http://www.donch.com/LULH/culturehistl.htm: “Their morais, or places of worship, consist of one
large house or temple, with some smaller ones round it, in which are the images of their inferior
gods. The tabooed or consecrated precincts are marked out by four square posts, which stand
thirty or forty yards from the building. In the inside of the principal house there is a screen or
curtain of white cloth, hung across one end, within which the image of Etooah [principal god] is
placed. When sacrifices are offered, the priests and chiefs enter occasionally within this space,
going in at one side, and out at the other. On the outside are placed several images made of wood,
as ugly as can be well imagined, having their mouths all stuck round with dogs [sic] teeth.”

After some talk of her health on the voyage, Loomis continues: “I will give you a short but imperfect
description of our present situation and prospects. We anchored at Kirooah, Owhyee, April 4, negotiated with
their King and left six of our number, viz. Rev. Mr. Thurston and Dr. Holman and their wives and T.
Hoopoo and W. Tenoe, native boys. The rest of us proceeded to this place and landed on the 19th. Here we
are in little houses thatched with straw, but Government are going to build us better ones, likewise a school-
house and a house for public worship.” She continues: “There are many white inhabitants on this Island,
some of whom appear very friendly, and a few appear to try and do us hurt, but we know they will not go any
farther than they are permitted. To show you that liberality is not confined to christian countries alone, I will
mention to you that a subscription paper has been circulated in order to obtain a fund for the support and
education of the indigent and orphan children and that two hundred dollars are already subscribed altho the
paper has been in circulation only two days.”

Mrs. Loomis also describes the missionaries’ busy activities: “We have in one sense commenced our labors.
We have been engaged ever since we came on shore in making coats, pantaloons, gowns, &c. for the Chief; even
the Governor sent us his pantaloon to be made and though we have scarce had time to breathe yet we think it is
a duty to leave all and sit down and do all work of this kind which is before us. We think it favorable that they
should have a taste for dress... We are almost constantly surrounded by the natives begging to palapala, that is
lo read, &c. The first sermon that was preached was from these words ‘Behold I bring you good lidings &e.’.

>

The Governor & many of the natives were present and seemed pleased especially with the singing.”

Mrs. Loomis then asks the addressee to remember her to friends and closes with an interesting
postscript: “P.S. May 15. I have time to add one word which in my haste I omitted last night. We send this
by Capt. Starbuck, an English whaleman”. This refers to Valentine Starbuck, captain of the British
whaler L’Aigle, whose exploits in Hawaii are documented in a publication available at
http://evols.library.manoa.hawaii.edu/bitstream/10524/620/2/J1.12032.pdf. In November 1823
Kamehameha IT and Queen Kamamalu commissioned the L’Aigle to carry them to London.

The story of the first missionaries is a fascinating one. Maria Loomis was from Michigan and felt a
religious calling early in life. Her application to become a missionary in Hawaii was originally rejected
because she was not married, a prerequisite. Elisha Loomis, a printer from Connecticut, was also a
bachelor, and his application was rejected, too. The Missionary Society, seeing the two applications,
suggested (or arranged) for the two to be married at the Missionary Society headquarters. After the
long and arduous sailing trip to Hawaii on the Thaddeus, they met with the King and promised good
conduct by all. However, on the first night the crew of the Thaddeus came to shore and released some
tension after their long journey at sea. The sailors’ conduct enraged the King, who demanded six
hostages from the missionaries if they wished to continue their mission to bring Christianity to Hawaii
(this incident is mentioned in the letter). At the next Sunday sermon, the sailors were reprimanded
and forced to donate money. The King was impressed and released the hostages. The native
Hawaiians were scantily clad, and Mrs. Loomis’ letter refers to one of the missionaries’ first goals, to
introduce clothing to give them a more modest appearance.

For many years the letter datelined June 27, 1820 (ex Honolulu Advertiser) was thought to be the
earliest recorded Missionary letter mailed from Hawaii and listed as such in the 1948 Meyer-Harris
book. The letter offered here was discovered by Herman Herst around 1950 in a group of covers with
common New York postal markings. Shortly after its discovery, the librarian of the Hawaiian Mission
Children’s Society contacted the archivist at Houghton Library at Harvard University, which contains
the archives of the American Board of Commissioners of Foreign Missions in Boston. That archive
contains a letter dated one day earlier (May 13, 1820), written by Rev. Hiram Bingham. Both letters
were carried on the L’Aigle, which was the first vessel to carry mail from the Pioneer Company of
missionaries who arrived in April 1820 in Hawaii. Approximately 30 letters were carried on that trip,
but only this and the one at Harvard are known to survive.

The L’Aigle (French for “the Eagle”) was a British whaling vessel. Her return voyage to the United
States took 18 months, because her crew was actively hunting whales. The Loomis and Bingham
letters both entered the U.S. post office at New York on November 21, 1821 (the Bingham letter has
receipt docketing to confirm yeardate). Other letters sent from Hawaii on later sailings actually
arrived before the Loomis and Bingham letters.

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The trans-Mexico overland route for foreign mail came into existence after Mexico declared its inde-
pendence from Spain in 1821. Although there are contemporary references to Hawaiian mail sent
via Mexico dating back to 1825, no examples have been seen dated prior to 1835. According to Fred
Gregory’s census, covers are known for each year from 1835 to 1848, except 1837. Trans-Mexico
letters to Hawaii have been recorded from 1841 to 1846. When the United States and Mexico went to
war in 1846, U.S. naval forces blockaded Mexican ports, which disrupted the normal flow of mail.
Only six examples of trans-Mexico mail are recorded from 1847 and 1848. In 1849 the inauguration
of regular mail service across the Isthmus of Panama eliminated the need for the trans-Mexico route,
but there is no question that during the period leading up to the Mexican-American war, Mexico
played a vital role in mail communication between places in the Pacific and Atlantic regions.

The map above will help the reader visualize the key ports and inland towns on the trans-Mexico
route. On the Gulf Coast of Mexico the principal port was Vera Cruz, although one cover is
recorded that transited Tampico. On the Gulf of California the principal port was Mazatlan,
although Guaymas and San Blas were also conduits for mail.

The regular packets running between Vera Cruz, New Orleans and New York usually carried the
Hawaiian mail, but covers are recorded that entered the U.S. post office at Pensacola, Mobile,
Boston, Charlestown and Sag Harbor (late use). Most of the mail to Hawaii entered through
Honolulu, although a few covers entered at Lahaina or Hilo.

The overland segment of the route usually ran along the road between Mazatlan or San Blas and
Vera Cruz via Tepic, Guadalajara, Mexico City and Puebla (as marked on the map). An alternate
route passed through Durango, but steep mountains made travel by the “Durango Trail” extremely
arduous. The National Road through Mexico was never particularly safe or hospitable to travelers,
but the Mexican-American War made the road extremely dangerous or unpassable, even after the
war was officially ended.

Mail to and from Hawaii was handled by individuals or commercial firms that arranged to send or
receive mail bags from incoming and outgoing vessels. They would maintain accounts with patrons
so that Mexican postage charges could be paid as required. Several letters contain instructions to the
addressee on how to direct letters, and covers often bear handwritten or handstamped markings
identifying the name and location of the mail forwarder.

The Gregory census records a total of 86 trans-Mexico covers/letters, including 61 from Hawaii (east-
bound) and 25 to Hawaii (westbound). Of the 61 eastbound covers, 7 are in institutions, leaving 54
in collector hands. A larger portion of the westbound covers are in institutions — 18 of the 25 —
leaving only 7 in collector hands. The 17 examples offered in this sale are the largest congregation of
Hawaiian trans-Mexico covers ever assembled by one collector.

THE EARLIEST OF THREE RECORDED COVERS FROM HAWAII TO THE UNITED STATES VIA MEXICO
THAT ENTERED THE GULF PORT OF PENSACOLA, FLORIDA.

Peter Allan Brinsmade (1804-59) was the husband of Elizabeth Goodale of Hallowell, Maine.
Brinsmade was a founding partner of Ladd & Company, an early business enterprise in Hawaii
behind the first commercial sugar cane plantation and first international land speculation in the
Hawaiian Islands. Financial difficulties and the withdrawal of Belgian investors caused the firm to
collapse in 1844.

The USS Peacock was originally launched as a sloop-of-war in 1813. She served in the War of 1812,
capturing 20 ships. Subsequently she served in the Mediterranean Squadron and in the “Mosquito
Fleet” suppressing Caribbean piracy. She patrolled the South American coast during the colonial
wars of independence. She was decommissioned in 1827 and broken up in 1828 to be rebuilt an
exploration ship by the same name. When plans for the exploratory voyage stalled in Congress,
the Peacock re-entered regular service in the West Indies from 1829-31 and was sent to Brazil in
1832. She carried diplomat Edmund Roberts to Siam in March and Muscat in September 1833,
where he negotiated treaties of amity and commerce. Returning in 1835-37, she carried the ratifi-
cation of those treaties. It was on this return trip that the Peacock stopped at Honolulu and carried
this letter eastward to Mexico. The Peacock eventually joined the United States Exploring
Expedition in 1838, where she did service before
getting stuck on a bar of the Columbia River in Oregon
and breaking up in July 1841. (Source: Wikipedia).

The Gregory census of trans-Mexico covers lists three
that entered the port of Pensacola after departing Vera
Cruz. The letter offered here was sent from Honolulu
in 1836. The other two were mailed in 1846.
Curiously, all three were rated at Pensacola without the
usual 2c¢ ship fee.

This letter was carried from Honolulu to Guaymas on the Mexican ship Swallow, which
sailed on Apr. 27, 1838. It has a twin dated two days earlier from the same correspon-
dence that travelled in the same mail to Guaymas and on to New York. Both have the
“FRANCO EN/GUAIMAS” handstamp and manuscript marking indicating that 25c¢, the
equivalent of 2 reales, was paid by “L & Co.” (Ladd & Co.) to cover Mexican postage
from Guaymas to Vera Cruz. The other cover was marked “39%2” cents due for double
18%ic rate plus 2c ship fee.

This letter contains some interesting comments about local events: “There is a great change
in the times here — some things for the worse, some for the better — the native population are dying
off very fast — nothing like before — the American Missionaries are fast having their influence.
The Catholic Priests will doubtless soon supplant them...”, followed by further remarks about
the appeal of the Catholic Church to native Hawaiians.

THE EARLIEST OF SEVEN RECORDED EXAMPLES OF THE SCARBOROUGH & COMPANY OVAL HAND-
STAMP ON MAIL FROM HAWAII TO THE UNITED STATES VIA MEXICO.

This letter was carried on the brig Joseph Peabody, which sailed from Honolulu on Aug. 5, 1841
(the lapse of time between the June 15 letter date and sailing is unexplained). After reaching
Scarborough & Co. in Mazatlan, the letter was carried across Mexico to Vera Cruz, where it was
marked paid and sent on to New York.

The letter includes comments on school, politics, religion (“The churches in general remain much as
when I wrote last i.e. exhibiting no unusual interest in religion”) and an important description of
Kapiolani “Another chief has fallen. Kapiol(mi the widow of Naihe, applied to me in March last to examine
tumouwr in her breast which had been growing for some months. It proved to be a cancer. I of course prepared
an operation as it did not appear to have advanced so far as to present an unfavorable case. As I could
command no medical council here & not willing if it could be avoided to assume the responsibility of operat-
ing alone I advised her to go to Honolulu to Doct. Judd. Doct. J. in the presence of a physician resident at H.
removed the breast. The wound healed speedily and she was on the point of sailing for another island to attend
the national assembly of which she had been just appointed a member when she was attacked with erysipelas of
which she died in a few days. She was one of the brightest ornaments of this nation, both as a christian and in
point of civilization.”

The “pr. Emeline/Davidson” notation cannot be matched with a sailing vessel of the period
and might refer to a person. This letter was probably carried on the brig Maryland, sail-
ing from Honolulu on Sep. 27, 1842. For an unknown reason, it was sent from Mazatlan
to Tampico, rather than Vera Cruz, almost certainly on the overland route via Durango.
From Tampico it caught one of the regular packets to New Orleans, where it entered the
mails on Dec. 13. This is the only cover in the Gregory census that went via Tampico.

The letter includes an interesting endnote regarding the mail route chosen for this letter:
“Your mother... has just written you a letter which will probably go around the cape. This is to go by
way of Mazatlan. Please to write me immediately by way of N.Y. and Mazatlan.”

This letter has a twin from the same correspondence, dated Dec. 25, 1842, both of which
were carried from New York to Vera Cruz on the same regular monthly packet. The
letters entered the Mexican post office on Apr. 20. From there they made the overland
trip to Mazatlan, where William Scarborough paid 4 reales Mexican postage for each
letter and arranged to have them sent on the brig Maryland, which arrived in Honolulu
on July 1, 1843. The letters were carried together to Lahaina, reaching the Reverend
Baldwin on July 8.

Westbound covers to Hawaii via Mexico are very rare. The Gregory census records 61
eastbound (from Hawaii) and 25 westbound (to Hawaii), but a much larger percentage of
westbound covers are held in institutional collections, leaving only seven in private
hands.

Scarborough & Co. arranged for it to be carried overland to Vera Cruz, where it was
marked paid (five covers are recorded with the “FRANCO EN/VERACRUZ.” two-line hand-
stamp). From there it was carried to New Orleans, where it and the letter offered in lot
29 entered the mail on Feb. 27, 1844. The Mar. 8 receipt docketing corresponds to the
Feb. 27 postmark date. We are not sure why the letter in lot 29 was not received until
April, since both should have been carried in the same northbound mail.

The
letters entered the Mexican post office (this one on Feb. 2, 1846). From there they made
the overland trip to Mazatlan, where a forwarder arranged for transport to Hawaii.
Scarborough & Co. handled the two earlier letters, but by 1846 Scarborough had left
Mazatlan and returned to Cincinnati. If one could read the red oval marking, it would
probably give the name of the forwarder in Mazatlan. We do know that this letter was
carried on the USS Cyane, which arrived in Honolulu on Mar. 13, 1846. The letter was
sent to Lahaina and reached the Reverend Baldwin on Mar. 20.

The Gregory census of trans-Mexico covers lists three that entered the port of Pensacola after
departing Vera Cruz. The letter offered in this sale as lot 20 was sent from Honolulu in 1836.
This and the third recorded example were carried together in the same mail, which left Honolulu
aboard the French bark jeune France on June 4, 1846. They both entered the U.S. mails at
Pensacola on Sep. 12. The other letter has a C. Brewer & Co. forwarder’s marking that was
applied in Honolulu. Curiously, all three letters that transited Pensacola were rated without the
usual 2c ship fee.

The bark Gem of Sag Harbor, from which the writer sent his letter, was wrecked off Samoa in 1848
during this whaling expedition. Evidently most or all of the crew were saved and taken to Apia.

VERY FINE. ONE OF SIX RECORDED COVERS CARRIED FROM HAWAII TO THE UNITED STATES VIA
MEXICO AFTER THE MEXICAN-AMERICAN WAR DISRUPTED THE TRANS-MEXICO ROUTE. ONLY TWO
COVERS ARE RECORDED WITH THE UNITED STATES PROVISIONAL POST OFFICE “VERA
CRUZ/MEXICO” MARKING. A REMARKABLE AND EXTREMELY RARE POSTAL HISTORY ARTIFACT.

The “Mr. Jarves” referred to in the letter from Joel Turrill is James J. Jarves (1818-88), a promi-
nent figure in the history of the Hawaiian Islands. Jarves left Boston for Hawaii in 1837 and, with
the exception of two brief departures, stayed there more than a decade. Jarves’ business enter-
prises in Hawaii were generally unsuccessful, but he gained renown as a government official,
writer, editor, publisher and art collector. In 1843 he wrote the History of the Hawaiian Islands, and
in 1840 he established The Polynesian, one of the first Hawaiian newspapers to be written in
English. In 1844 The Polynesian became the official government newspaper and Jarves, with a five-
year contract, received the title of Director of the Government Press (the printer of the Missionaries
and some Numeral Issues). Jarves was also responsible for ordering the first Hawaiian coins, and he
was appointed to represent the Kingdom at the signing of the United States-Hawaiian 1849 treaty.
In February 1848 he returned to the United States for three years. It was on this trip to California
and Mexico that he carried this letter for his friend, Joel Turrill.

Jarves departed Honolulu on the Hawaiian schooner Starling, which left on Feb. 4, bound for
Monterey and Mazatlan (R. S. Kuykendall, The Hawaiian Kingdom 1778-1854, p. 377, footnote 38).
Jarves must have left the letter with a forwarding agent in Mazatlan. The other cover with the
same “FRANQUEADO VERA CRUZ MAYO 15”7 and “VERA CRUZ/MEXICO MAY 17" 1848 datestamps
(Gregory Census Eastbound No. 62) is directed to the care of Mott, Talbot & Co. (Scarborough’s
successors in Mazatlan). It is likely that both letters were held by Mott, Talbot & Co. for many
weeks until they could arrange for a secure means of transporting mail to Vera Cruz across hostile
overland territory.

Boardman probably carried it with
him on a whaling vessel’s return trip from Honolulu to the East Coast. The “STEAM-

ORIGINAL ACT OF JUNE 18, 1851

63° “An Act to Create and Regulate a Post Office in Honolulu”. Beautiful folio containing
four two-page legal-size ruled pages of the handwritten Act in English and Hawaiian,
legislation passed by the House of Representatives on June 18, 1851, and signed by
William L. Lee (Speaker), also passed by the House of Nobles on June 18, 1851, and
signed by Keoni Ana, finally approved by the King on Aug. 4, 1851, and signed by King
Kamehameha III, includes the memorable recitations “Whereas the 15th Article of the Treaty
with the United States renders indispensable the establishment of a Post Office in Honolulu,
Whereas the public interests urgently require greater regularity in the Postal intercourse between
Honolulu and San Francisco, and whereas the service of the Post Office cannot be performed with-

The first Hawaiian postal service was The Polynesian letter bag, which was handled by
Henry M. Whitney from Nov. 2, 1850, to Dec. 20, 1850. The first royal decree establish-
ing a “regular post office” and “regular postal rates” was signed by King Kamehameha
IIT on Dec. 20, 1850, and published in The Polynesian on Dec. 21. Whitney continued to
serve as postmaster. On June 18, 1851, a modified postal act was passed by the House of
Representatives, its terms becoming effective with publication in The Polynesian on Sep.
13, 1851. The document offered here is the English/Hawaiian original Sessions Laws act
signed by the Speaker of the House, the representative of the House of Nobles and King
Kamehameha III. It is accompanied by a 1961 typed letter from the director of the
Bishop Museum, who states that as far as they know the document is unique, and that it
formed part of the Session Laws of 1851, all of which were in manuscript form. The letter
also notes that the entire manuscript Session Laws were probably removed from the
Hawaiian government archives at the time of the 1893 revolution and were now in collec-
tOrs” hands. ...

After crossing the isthmus by
mulepack and riverboat, it left Chagres on the Georgia, which departed on Jan. 28 and
arrived in New York on Feb. 8 after stopping at Havana.

Fred Gregory records a total of 34 examples of this straightline marking. Of these, the
first eight are struck in blue. The change from blue to black seems to have occurred after
Dec. 7, 1850.

This letter was carried from Honolulu on the British bark Duchess of Clarence, which
departed on Jan. 7, 1851, and arrived in San Francisco on Feb. 7. It was then carried to
Panama by the Oregon, which departed on Feb. 16 and arrived on Mar. 5. It crossed the
isthmus to Chagres by mulepack and riverboat, and from there it was carried to Havana
on the Falcon, which departed on Mar. 12 and arrived on Mar. 16. The letter travelled to
New York on the Ohio, which departed Havana on Mar. 17 and arrived on Mar. 22. From
there it was carried on the Cunarder Asia, which departed New York on Mar. 26 and
arrived in Liverpool on April 5.

The prepaid 74c rate was based (incorrectly) on the following: 10c Hawaiian postage, 40c
U.S. transcontinental postage via Panama and 24c¢ U.S.-G.B. treaty rate from New York
to England. The correct rate was 10c Hawaiian plus 59¢ to England from the West Coast
and the 2c ship fee, for a total of 71c. The other recorded use of the Honolulu straight-
line on a letter to a foreign destination is also addressed to England and is offered as lot
69 in this sale.

This circular was carried on the American schooner Loo Choo, which departed Honolulu
on May 24, 1851, and arrived in San Francisco on June 26. It was then carried to Panama
on the steamer Panama, which departed San Francisco on July 1. It crossed the isthmus
by mulepack and riverboat to Chagres, and was carried to New York on the Empire City,
which departed on July 25 and arrived on Aug. 6 after stopping in Kingston, Jamaica.

Five of the recorded covers with the Honolulu straightline have the same June 4 date and
were carried in the same mail to San Francisco and Panama. All five were datestamped in
San Francisco on July 1, 1851, the day of departure and the first day of the new 1851
rates. The “12” on this cover can be interpreted in two ways: “12” cents prepayment at
twice the new bc rate for printed matter sent over 3,000 miles plus the 2c ship fee, or
“12” cents postage due for the new 10c collect rate plus 2c ship fee. Either way, the facts
are this was clearly marked as printed matter and the “12” handstamp represents the new
July 1851 rates.

The printed report comments on the state of trade, which appears to be slow despite “the
conflagration at San Francisco on the 3rd and 4th inst.”. It also reports the loss of the
American brig Fortunio from Sydney, which was wrecked on the reef in the harbor and a
total loss.

The letter, dated May 6, 1851, was held for the June 16 sailing of the schooner J. K. S.
Mansfield, which arrived in San Francisco on July 14. It was then carried to Panama on the
Northerner, which departed San Francisco on July 15 and arrived around August 1. It crossed
the isthmus by mulepack and riverboat to Chagres, where it was carried on the Falcon to
Havana (departed Aug. 11, arrived Aug. 16) and then on the Cherokee to New York (departed
Aug. 17, arrived Aug. 21). At New York it was put on the Havre Line’s Humboldt, which left
New York on Aug. 23 and arrived in Southampton on Sep. 4.

The rates on this letter reflect the transition (and confusion) before and after July 1, 1851. The
“Paid 59” was applied in Honolulu and was based on the pre-July 1 rate components: 40c U.S.
transcontinental postage and 19c for transatlantic postage (the 59c rate from the West Coast to
England was in effect up to July 1). Once the letter reached San Francisco, the new July 1851
rates were in effect. San Francisco applied the “Paid” and “25” handstamps to reflect the new 6¢
prepaid transcontinental rate plus 19c¢ transatlantic postage, but this was an error. The San
Francisco postmaster was advised in August 1851 that the correct rate was 29c (see Chronicle
173) The sender paid the Honolulu post office 10¢, which is not indicated on the letter.

The letter has some some interesting comments, such as “the young Princes from this island when
they were in London, they have returned here finished fools, after having visited England, France and
America. They are sons of the governor of Oahu, the King ‘Kamehameha’ the 3rd having no family.”.
The writer continues: “The French were here just before I came, and destroyed the Fort, Guns,
Governor’s House &c., and which affair is not yet settled... I hardly think the French would resort to take
the place as there are continually American Men of War calling here... There are immense quantities of
people arriving here from Sydney, going on their way to California the great gold country.”

The other recorded use of the Honolulu straightline on a letter to a foreign destination is
also addressed to England and is offered as lot 66 in this sale.

It was then carried to Panama on the John L. Stephens, which
departed San Francisco on July 16 and arrived on July 31. It crossed the isthmus to Aspinwall,
where it was carried to New York on the Empire City, which departed on Aug. 1 and arrived on
Aug. 11 after stopping at Havana. At New York it was put on the Cunarder Arabia, which left New
York on Aug. 13 and arrived in Liverpool on Aug. 25.

The sender was careful to indicate the weight (five ounces) and prepay postage, but miscalculated
the amount required. A five-ounce letter would require ten times the rate per half-ounce.
Hawaiian postage was 50c. United States postage from San Francisco to England was 29c per half-
ounce, for a total of $2.90, plus the 2c¢ ship fee. Total postage should have been $3.42, not $4.00
as indicated by the sender. However, in Honolulu the postal clerk inserted “3.32” in the “Paid”
oval, in agreement with the sender’s notation. On arrival in San Francisco, the post office used red
crayon to mark the letter paid $2.92, and in New York the ten-times credit of $1.90 was noted in
magenta pen.

VERY FINE. A BEAUTIFUL AND RARE AMERICAN PACKET COVER FROM HAWAII TO RUSSIA VIA SAN
FRANCISCO, PANAMA, NEW YORK AND BREMEN. THIS COVER WAS SENT BY THE EXPLORER CARL
VON DITMAR DURING HIS EXPEDITION TO THE REMOTE KAMCHATKA PENINSULA IN THE EASTERN
SIBERIAN MARITIME PROVINCE.

This cover was carried by the British brig Gazelle, which departed Lahaina on June 4, 1853, and
arrived in San Francisco on July 5. From there it was carried to Panama on the Brother Jonathan,
which departed on July 15 and arrived around July 28. It crossed the isthmus and was carried
from Aspinwall to New York by the Illinois, which departed on Aug. 1 and arrived on Aug. 10. At
New York it was put on the Ocean Line’s Washington, which departed on Aug. 13 and arrived at
Bremen on Aug. 29. The address lists “St. Petersbourg, Dorpat et Oberpahlen a Addafer” as transit
points, which are today in Russia and Estonia. From July 1, 1851, to August 15, 1853, the Bremen
Convention rate to Russia was 20c (retained by the U.S.), regardless of the distance to New York.
The 28c¢ rate indicated on this cover apparently includes 6¢ for transcontinental postage (an error)
and the 2c ship fee. Postage due to the German postal system was collected from the addressee.

We are aware of three covers from Hawaii to Russia. This cover and another from our Honolulu
Advertiser sale (now in the William H. Gross collection) are addressed to Madame C(onde) von
Ditmar in Addafer. The third cover is addressed to Y. L. Lortsch in Libau (offered in this sale as
lot 96). The manuscript notation “P.P. Hafen” on the back of this cover and the other to Madame
von Ditmar are important clues to their origin. “P.P. Hafen” is an abbreviation for Petropavlovsk
Hafen (Harbor), located in the Eastern Siberian peninsula of Kamchatka between the Sea of
Okhotsk and the Bering Sea. From 1851 to 1855 this remote volcanic region was explored and
mapped by Carl von Ditmar (the subject of his book, Reisen and Aufenthalt in Kamchatka in den

Jahren 1851-1855). Von Ditmar wrote the letter once contained in this cover on Mar. 23, 1853 (as

per receipt docketing) and sent it to Honolulu, probably on a passing whaling vessel. At Honolulu
the forwarders, Hackfeld & Co., arranged for it to be posted in Honolulu. After a journey of more
than five months, it reached Madame von Ditmar in early September.

In 1854, the French and British, who were battling Russian forces on the Crimean Peninsula,
attacked Petropavlovsk-Kamchatsky. During the Siege of Petropavlovsk, 988 men with a mere 68
guns managed to defend the outpost against 6 ships with 206 guns and 2,540 French and British
soldiers. Despite the heroic defense, Petropavlovsk was abandoned as a strategic liability after the
Anglo-French forces withdrew. The next year when a second enemy force came to attack the port,
they found it deserted. Frustrated, the ships bombarded the city and withdrew. ...................... ..

We are aware of three covers from Hawaii to Russia. Two covers are addressed to
Madame C(onde) von Ditmar in Addafer (the cover offered in this sale as lot 95 and
another from our Honolulu Advertiser sale). The third cover offered here is addressed to
Y. L. Lortsch in Libau. It was probably sent by a Russian national, who gave the letter to
a whaling vessel on its way to Honolulu, where Hackfeld & Co. arranged to put it on the
next vessel departing for San Francisco.

VERY FINE. ONE OF THREE RECORDED COVERS FROM TAHITI THAT WERE SENT VIA THE
HONOLULU POST OFFICE, OF WHICH ONLY TWO HAVE BOTH TAHITI AND HONOLULU
POSTAL MARKINGS.

This cover and another to Cognac with similar markings were carried in the same mail
packet, so we shall describe their travels together. They were brought from Tahiti to
Honolulu on the steamship City of Norfolk en route from Melbourne to San Francisco via
Tasmania, Tahiti and Honolulu. The City of Norfolk left Tahiti on Jan. 28 and arrived in
Honolulu on Feb. 16, where she docked until continuing her trip to San Francisco on
Feb. 24. The mail from Tahiti entered the Honolulu post office and the covers were
datestamped on Feb. 24. The City of Norfolk arrived in San Francisco on Mar. 19, and from
there the mail was carried to Panama on the John L. Stephens, which departed Mar. 31 and
arrived Apr. 13. After crossing the isthmus on the new Panama railroad, the covers were
carried to New York on the George Law, which departed Apr. 15 and arrived Apr. 24.
At New York they were placed on the Collins Line’s Pacific, which departed on May 2 and
arrived at Liverpool on May 13. After the channel crossing to Calais, they entered the
French mail system and were delivered to their addressees, each of whom paid 8 decimes
for ship-letter postage. The correct U.S. postage should have been 28c on each cover (26¢
for the American Packet rate to France from the West Coast and the 2c¢ ship fee). The “31”
cent on this cover incorrectly included 29c¢ postage (the West Coast rate to England).

Mail between Tahiti and Hawaii was exchanged in accordance with a postal treaty signed
on Nov. 24, 1853, and printed in The Polynesian on Dec. 10. The impetus for negotiating
a postal treaty between Tahiti and Hawaii was Honolulu Postmaster Whitney’s desire to
be reimbursed for U.S. postage he paid to San Francisco on letters and newspapers sent
between the U.S. and Tahiti via Honolulu. Accounts were maintained between the three
postal entities which facilitated reimbursement.

Three covers from Tahiti to Honolulu are recorded. One is a newspaper wrapper from
Tahiti to R. C. Wyllie in Honolulu, which he forwarded to the United States outside the
mails, probably by diplomatic pouch (ex Pietsch). Only the two covers to France dated
Jan. 27 have both Tahiti and Honolulu postmarks. The cover offered in this sale as lot 98
is from the Levegne correspondence, but it is dated two years earlier and, without any
indication of origin, it cannot be traced to Tahiti.

FINE APPEARANCE. THIS IS THE ONLY RECORDED GREGORY’S HONOLULU EXPRESS COVER
FROM HAWAII TO A COUNTRY BEYOND THE UNITED STATES.

Although the writer’s name is missing from this letter, it is from the well-known corre-
spondence of Thomas Denman Wright, who served on the HMS Amphritite and wrote to
his family in England from his Pacific tour in 1849-55 (much of the correspondence can
be found at the Bancroft Library at UC Berkeley). This well-written letter includes many
interesting references to Hawaii’s history, people, features and local events, including:
“called by Capt. Cook ‘Owhyhie’ who mistook the article ‘O’ for a part of the name, in the same way
that “Tahiti’ is called ‘Otaheiti’”; a less than politically correct description of Hawaiian’s
physical features; descriptions of their clothing and the landscape; news of an inspection
of the local school by missionaries and members of the Royal family; and a humorous
story about pole dancing, etc.

The “Paid 3/” rate is either three shillings (72¢) or three “bits” (one bit equals 12V, total
37Yc), a commonly used form of currency on express covers. Gregory’s Express charged
25c for a letter between the United States and Hawaii, and it advertised service to Europe
and an office in Liverpool, but none of the firm’s ads list the rates charged. ..................

This cover was carried as directed on the bark Frances Palmer, which departed Honolulu
on Jul. 18, 1860, and arrived in San Francisco on Aug. 1. An article by Dr. Scott Polland
in the Collector’s Club Philatelist describes the early history of Wells Fargo & Co. in Hawaii.
The author’s information is mostly gleaned from newspaper reports due to the paucity of
philatelic material. Lewis & Co. was the first to represent Wells Fargo and they failed in
1853 after only a few months. They were followed by Mitchell & Fales, who met a similar
fate after a short time. In 1856 R. Coady & Co. took up the mantle and represented the
company until Coady’s death in 1858. Dr. Polland’s next citation from newspapers is in
1861-62 in The Polynesian where A. J. Cartwright announced he was the agent. This cover
comes from the period just prior to this announcement.

KAMEHAMEHA III ISSUES

HE FIRST PRINTING IN THE SERIES OF FOURTEEN KAMEHAMEHA III STAMPS

(including the 1857 Provisional, Re-Issues and Official Reproductions) was ordered by Honolulu
Postmaster Henry M. Whitney and issued in March 1853. The last of the series, the Official
Reproductions, was printed in 1889 and overprinted in 1892. Both the 5¢ and 13c denominations
picture a three-quarter bust of King Kamehameha III. Because the first issue was engraved and
printed in Boston, it is sometimes called the Boston Engraved issue.

1853 FIRST PRINTING
(Scott 5 and 6)

The plates of 20 subjects were engraved by Nathaniel Dearborn in Boston, and the stamps were
printed by Dearborn or possibly another printer named Holland. They went on sale in Honolulu in
March 1853. The 5c stamp was printed in dark blue on very thick white paper (.005 inches) and
prepaid the Hawaiian single-letter rate on U.S.-Hawaiian mail. The 13c was printed in a deep
orange-red on equally thick paper with a slight yellowish cast and prepaid the composite rate of 5c
Hawaiian, 2c ship fee and 6¢ U.S. transcontinental rate (until March 31, 1855). Multiples of the first
printing are extremely rare: the largest 5¢ multiple, unused or used, is a pair and only three blocks
of the 13c (possibly four) are known, including the record-size blocks of eight and twelve that were
cut from the same sheet (lots 211 and 212 in this sale). The 5c is of about equal scarcity in unused or
used condition. Used 13c stamps are much scarcer than unused examples and considerably scarcer
than the 5c¢ stamp in used condition, despite the Scott Catalogue values.

1857 PROVISIONAL MANUSCRIPT SURCHARGE
(Scott 7)

Following the increase in the U.S. transcontinental rate from 6c¢ to 10c on April 1, 1855, the 13c
Kamehameha III stamp could no longer prepay the full postage from Hawaii to the U.S. East Coast,
the rate having increased from 13c to 17c. In consequence, the patrons of Hawaii’s postal system
began using 5c stamps plus 12c U.S. stamps, or 13c plus 4c cash, or, when both denominations were
available, 5c and 13c¢ Kamehameha III stamps together. This circumstance soon depleted the supply
of bc stamps, and Postmaster Whitney’s resignation in June 1856 appears to have interfered with the
timely request for a second printing to replenish the dwindling supply.

In 1857 the post office in Honolulu applied a manuscript “5” to the ample supply of 13c
Kamehameha III stamps to create provisional 5¢ values. Dated examples indicate that the provision-
als were issued in January 1857 and were used as late as July 1858. The numeral “5” surcharge was
written by hand on each stamp in the sheet, first by Postmaster Joseph Jackson and later by his clerk,
Alvah Clark. The Type I (Clark) surcharge can easily be distinguished from the much scarcer Type
II (Jackson) surcharge by the writing (examples of both are offered in this sale). No multiples,
unused or used, are known. Eighteen covers with Scott 7 have been recorded by Fred Gregory.

In 1861 the Postmaster General in Honolulu, Alvah Clark (formerly Jackson’s clerk), authorized the
postmaster in Lahaina to sell a supply of unoverprinted 13c Kamehameha III stamps still on hand
for 12¢ per stamp, to compensate for a shortage of United States 12c stamps. Examples of the 13c¢
used in 1861 to pay 12c postage are called “Mute Surcharges” (see lot 256).

1857 SECOND 5-CENT PRINTING
(Scott 8)

During Postmaster Joseph Jackson’s term he was responsible for the Second Printing of the 5c
Kamehameha IIT stamp and the first Numeral issue in August 1859. He died in office in August 1859.

The second shipment of 5¢ stamps was placed on sale sometime around June 1857 and remained
available for use until 1862, even after the 1861 Third Printing was in circulation. The paper used
for the Second Printing was white and thinner than the previous issue, measuring approximately
.002 to .003 inches in thickness. The shade of blue is lighter and slightly more greenish that the deep
blue of the 1853 printing.

KAMEHAMEHA III ISSUES

The Second Printing stamps are more common in used condition than are the First or Third
Printings; they are scarcer unused. Multiples are very rare — there are no recorded blocks, and the
largest pieces, unused or used, are strips of four. Even pairs of this stamp are very rare, with only
four examples recorded on cover. The Second Printing was the most extensively used of the
Kamehameha III printings, and covers are known dated as late as April 1863. The stamp is not
known bisected, although a number of rates, including the introduction of the 2c inter-island rate in
1859, might have created the need for a bisected stamp. The relatively long period of use spanned
three separate issues of United States stamps — the 1851-55 Imperforate, 1857-60 Perforated and
1861 Issues — all of which were available in Hawaii and are found in mixed frankings with the
Hawaiian 5¢ Second Printing.

1861 THIRD 5-CENT PRINTING
(Scott 9)

The supply of 5¢c Kamehameha III stamps was depleted again by late 1860. Postmaster Alvah K.
Clark ordered another 20,000 on March 12, 1861. The paper used for this issue was thinner than
the Second Printing paper — measuring .0017 to .002 inches thick — and it was bluish, not white.
The Third Printing stamps were evidently distributed slowly, starting in late 1861 (earliest docu-
mented use is September 9, 1861), because the Second Printing stamps are found on covers dated in
1862 and 1863.

The 5c Kamehameha III stamps were still in use in early 1866. Despite their availability over a four-
year period and the fact that no other 5c issues were available until 1865, Third Printing stamps are
relatively common in unused condition, but they are scarce used, on or off cover. There is no satis-
factory explanation for the disproportionate number of unused stamps versus used stamps from the
Third Printing, and we believe that further research will yield new knowledge about the quantities
printed and issued. We think it is possible that Postmaster Kalakaua, who replaced Jackson, ordered
more 5c Kamehameha III stamps in 1864. His order for the new 5¢ Kamehameha V stamps was
placed on April 25, 1865, but a March 6, 1865, letter from Kalakaua to Postmaster Coney at Hilo
states: “Your order for 5¢c Hawaiian and 5¢ U.S. stamps I am unable to furnish, being entirely out of
them and having been obliged to send to the United States for a fresh supply...” The timing of this
ambiguous statement has led some researchers to conclude that Kalakaua was referring to the new
Kamehameha V stamps (Scott 32); others have determined that he was referring to an additional
printing from the old Kamehameha III plate. The stamps found on very thin, strongly blued paper
with original gum, which are numerous, are likely candidates for this undocumented printing.

1867-68 FOURTH PRINTING — RE-ISSUES
(Scott 10, 11, 10S, 11Sa and 11Sb)

By the mid-1860’s stamp collecting was gaining popularity and stamp dealers began their efforts to
secure supplies of popular issues to meet demand. The stamps of the exotic Hawaiian Islands were
in great demand but relatively small supply, as evidenced by the letter dated March 1864 from an
eager stamp collector to former postmaster Henry M. Whitney, offering to buy or trade Hawaiian
stamps (see lot 186). In late 1867 or early 1868 the Honolulu post office authorized a re-issue of the
5c and 13c Kamehameha III stamps. The original plates were used, but the colors and papers were
noticeably different from the three earlier printings.

There was no postal need for the Fourth Printing. It was intended to fill the needs of stamp collec-
tors and, after the initial supply was released, the balance was overprinted “Specimen” to prevent
postal use. The re-issues, with and without overprints, were sold at face value until 1896 and are
found used on philatelically-inspired covers. In 1896 the remainders were destroyed. Multiples of
the 5¢ are not uncommon. The 13c Scott 11 is very rare in block form.

1889 OFFICIAL IMITATIONS
(Scott 10R, 11R, 10RS and 11RS)

As late as December 1887 the Honolulu postmaster, F. Wundenberg, ordered an additional printing
of the 5c and 13c Kamehameha III stamps. A previous postmaster, A. P. Brickwood, had defaced the
original plates, thus requiring Wundenberg to send the original 5c die to American Bank Note
Company in New York, so that they could create new plates. By retouching the 5c die and re-
engraving a new 13c die, ABNCo. was able to produce plates that closely imitated the original issue.
10,000 of each value in blue and orange-red colors were sent to Honolulu and placed on sale on
September 6, 1889. On August 19, 1892, the remaining supply was overprinted “Reprint” in black by
the Robert Grieve Publishing Company of Honolulu. On January 18, 1897, the remainders were
destroyed. Only 3,635 copies of Scott 10R and 10RS, and only 1,696 copies of 11R and 11RS had
been sold in more than eight years. An additional cache of 1889 imitations, with a large “Specimen”
overprint, reached the market when the ABNCo. archives were dispersed in 1990.

This cover was carried on the bark Yankee, which departed Honolulu on July 3, 1855, and
arrived in San Francisco on July 28. From there it was sent to Panama on the Golden Age.
The postage components on this cover reflect an interesting change in U.S. rates before
and after April 1, 1855. The U.S. over-3,000 miles prepaid rate was raised from 6¢ to 10c
beginning on April 1, 1855 (and prepayment was made compulsory for letters posted in
the U.S.). Therefore, prior to April 1, the prepaid postage charges on a letter from
Hawaii to the eastern U.S. were 5c¢ Hawaiian plus 8c U.S. (6¢ prepaid plus 2c¢ ship
captain’s fee). If sent collect, the U.S. postage was 12c (10c unpaid rate plus 2c ship
captain’s fee). From April 1 on, the U.S. postage on Hawaiian letters was 12¢, whether or
not it was prepaid, despite the compulsory prepayment requirement for letters of U.S.
origin. This cover and the covers in lots 239 and 240 show the subtle distinction. While
all three are marked “Ship” and “12” cents due, the two sent prior to April 1855 were
rated at the 10c unpaid rate (vs. 6¢ prepaid), while this cover was 12¢ due without
penalty for non-prepayment.

A REMARKABLE COVER THAT TRAVELLED FROM HAWAII TO THE MORMON SETTLEMENT
IN UTAH TERRITORY, THEN BACK FROM THE POST OFFICE AT SALT LAKE CITY TO
HAWAII. ONLY FIVE COVERS TO UTAH TERRITORY ARE RECORDED WITH THE 1853 KAME-
HAMEHA III ISSUE (ALL 5-CENT). IN OUR OPINION, THIS IS ONE OF THE MOST REMARK-
ABLE HAWAIIAN POSTAL HISTORY ITEMS EXTANT.

The first journey this cover made was from an unknown correspondent in Honolulu to
Silas S. Smith in Parowan City, Utah Territory. Smith arrived in Hawaii in late 1854,
shortly after this cover was put into the mails. It was carried from Honolulu to San
Francisco on the schooner E. L. Frost, which departed on Oct. 3, 1854, and arrived on
Oct. 28. San Francisco always postmarked mail for Panama on or near the day of depar-
ture, but in this case the cover was postmarked on Oct. 28, because it was sent south to
San Pedro in order to make the next eastbound Chorpenning stagecoach trip from San
Diego to Salt Lake City. In July 1854, Chorpenning renewed his monthly mail contract
between California and Utah, but moved to a Salt Lake City-San Diego route. This “Old
Spanish Trail” route connected with San Francisco by steamship. The 7¢ due included
the 5¢ “under 3,000 miles” collect rate and 2c ship fee.

After arriving in Parowan, Utah, this envelope was opened, turned inside out and re-used
by Sarah Ann (Ricks) Smith, one of Silas Smith’s wives, to send “2 letters” to him in
Honolulu. It was postmarked at Salt Lake City on Feb. 1, 1855, and made the westbound
stagecoach trip on the same Chorpenning route to San Diego. From there it was sent
north to San Francisco and was carried by ship to Honolulu. The long delay between the
Feb. 1 Salt Lake City postmark date and Silas Smith’s May 12 receipt docketing makes it
difficult to pinpoint the sailing vessel that carried it from San Francisco to Honolulu.

The fascinating biography of Silas Sanford Smith can be found at
http://www.hirf.org/history-bio-Smith-Silas-S.asp. We quote some of the relevant facts
from this source: “...born in 1830 in St. Lawrence County, New York. His father, Silas
Smith, was an uncle to the Prophet Joseph Smith (being a younger brother to Joseph
Smith, Sr.). He was baptized into the Mormon Church in 1835 by his nephew, Hyrum,
and remained faithful to it until his death... the Silas Smith family moved many times as
a result of the persecutions suffered by the early Church. First was a move to Kirtland,
Ohio, and two years later, a move to Missouri, from which they were driven by mobs in
1839. Silas Smith (Sr.) died at this time due to illness incurred during the family’s flight
from Missouri. Silas Sanford was nine-years-old at the time. He, his mother, and younger
brother Jesse Nathaniel, eventually settled in Nauvoo, and were there at the time of the
Prophet Joseph Smith’s martyrdom. In 1847 they crossed the plains in the Perregrine
Sessions’ company and arrived in the Salt Lake Valley in late September 1847, a month
before Silas Sanford’s seventeenth birthday... In July 1851, he married Clarinda Ricks,
and a few months later was called by the Church to settle in Parowan, to which the young
couple embarked willingly that fall. Together, Silas and Clarinda became the parents of
five children. In 1853, Silas Sanford Smith married a second wife, Sarah Ann Ricks, sister
to Clarinda, with whom he had four children. At the time of this second marriage, Silas
Sanford was serving in the military fighting in the Indian War of 1853. The next year,
however, he was called on a mission to the Sandwich Islands (Hawaii). In order to afford
the passage fare to the Islands, Silas worked for three months in San Francisco before
departing. As a missionary he likewise worked hard and dedicated himself to learning the
native language and preaching the gospel. He even served as a counselor in the mission
presidency for a time before he returned home in 1856. Upon his return, Silas Sanford
moved his family to Paragoonah, in Iron County, and became active again in military
service. He gained the rank of major and was in charge of organizing and training local
residents to defend their settlements. He learned to speak several Indian languages, and
gained a reputation for being a fair-minded diplomat. Silas Sanford participated in the
Black Hawk Indian War of 1860-1865, and was considered a wise military leader. In
1866, he led a group of seventy-six to establish a defensive fort — named Fort Sanford —
in the area of Panguitch. In 1859, at age twenty-eight, Silas Sanford Smith was elected to
the Utah Territorial Legislature as a representative.”

A SPECTACULAR COVER THAT MADE A ROUND TRIP BETWEEN TWO PROMINENT MORMONS
IN UTAH TERRITORY AND THE HAWAIIAN ISLANDS. ONLY FIVE COVERS TO UTAH TERRI-
TORY ARE RECORDED WITH THE 1853 KAMEHAMEHA IIT ISSUE (ALL 5-CENT). THIS IS
BELIEVED TO BE THE ONLY COVER WITH THE FORWARDING NOTATION APPLIED BY JOHN
T. CAINE, A MORMON MISSIONARY AND ADMINISTRATOR FOR THE CHURCH IN HAWAII.

The first journey this cover made was from Salt Lake City to San Diego on a regularly-
scheduled Chorpenning stagecoach trip. In July 1854, Chorpenning renewed his
monthly mail contract between California and Utah, but moved to a Salt Lake City-San
Diego route. This “Old Spanish Trail” route connected with San Francisco by steamships
via San Pedro. Postmarked at Salt Lake City on Mar. 1, 1855, the cover should have
reached San Francisco at the end of March, in time to catch the Apr. 7 departure of the
Restless, which arrived in Honolulu on Apr. 23 (Caine’s forwarding notation “24th” fits
this chronology).

Orson K. Whitney used the same envelope to enclose a letter dated May 9, 1855 (based
on docketing). The 5c 1853 Issue stamp paid Hawaiian postage, and we can assume that
Orson Whitney applied a U.S. 3¢ 1851 stamp on the assumption that it would pay
postage from California to Utah. The cover was carried on the Pons Aelii, which departed
Honolulu on May 12, 1855, and arrived in San Francisco on June 6. From there it was
sent to San Pedro, in order to catch the eastbound Chorpenning stagecoach departure.
The July 21 receipt docketing suggests it might not have made it in time.

Horace K. Whitney and his brother Orson K. were well-known Mormon elders, whose
biographies may be read from several sources. A biography of John T. Caine, who
marked this cover when it arrived in Hawaii, can be found at Google Books (History of
Utah, Orgus F. Whitney): “The date of his departure from home was May 4th, 1854.
Among his fellow-missionaries to the islands were such men as Joseph F. Smith, Silas
Smith, Edward Partridge, William W. Cluff, Henry P. Richards, S. M. Molen. Ward E.
Pack, Orson K. Whitney and William King. They accompanied President Young and
party as far as Cedar City, and thence, under the leadership of Parley P. Pratt, proceeded
to San Bernardino, which was then a Mormon colony. They traveled with wagons and
saddle horses, riding at night, resting and sleeping by day, to avoid the intense heat of
the desert. At San Bernardino, where they were kindly received by Presidents Lyman and
Rich and others in charge, they sold their outfits for barely enough to enable them to
reach San Francisco, for which place they set out from San Pedro by steamer. During the
summer, in order to secure funds to pay their passage to the islands, the missionaries
sought employment in and around San Francisco. Elder Caine had the temerity to hire
out as a cook, at a ranch where threshing was in progress. Finally all reached the islands,
but not by the same vessel. His was the brig ‘Susan Abigail,” which arrived at Honolulu
the day before Christmas. At the first conference of the Hawaiian Mission after his arrival
there, Elder Caine was appointed counselor to Elder Silas Smith, who was made presi-
dent. Elder Caine also presided over the Oahu conference. He lived most of the time at
Honolulu, where some one was needed to attend to correspondence, transact Church
business, and represent the mission in controversies arising from time to time with the
Hawaiian government, owing to anti-Mormon influences. While thus engaged, he
answered an attack upon the people of Utah, and secured its publication in the
‘Polynesian,” the government’s official organ. This was the first Mormon defense
published in a Hawaiian newspaper. Elder Caine had charge of an English-speaking
branch of the Church, largely made up of emigrants from Australia, detained at
Honolulu, their vessel having been condemned as unseaworthy. Owing to his residence at
that place, where English was very generally spoken, he never acquired a perfect knowl-
edge of the Hawaiian tongue. The climate of the islands did not agree with him, and.this,
with the fact that his presence was needed at home, induced President Young to send for
him earlier than had been designed. Sailing from Honolulu August 1st, 1856, he arrived
on the 24th at San Francisco, where he remained for a time, doing what service he could
among the Saints in that vicinity. In October he set out for home.”

This cover was carried on the brig Agate, which departed Honolulu on Dec. 10, 1855, and
arrived in San Francisco on Dec. 27. It was postmarked in San Francisco on Jan. 5 (1857)
when the mail was bagged for Panama. The receipt docketing identifies the letter writer
as D. C. Waterman, head of a prominent Honolulu shipping and commercial firm, and
gives the letter date as Dec. 11, 1855. This is one day after the Agate is reported cleared
from Honolulu in published sailing records. This date sequence and the absence of a
Honolulu postmark suggest two possibilities. The first is that Waterman handed his letter
to someone boarding the ship and asked them to mail it in San Francisco (if this
occurred, then the sailing date was actually Dec. 11). The other possibility is that the
letter was posted on board the Agate and given to the ship purser to add to the mail. In
either case, the 5¢ Hawaiian stamp was affixed but not cancelled in Honolulu. After
arrival in San Francisco, the cover was sent to Panama on the Golden Gate, which
departed on Jan. 5.

The U.S. over-3,000 miles prepaid rate was raised from 6c¢ to 10c, beginning on April 1,
1855 (and prepayment was made compulsory for letters posted in the U.S.). The
Hawaiian stamp was intended to pay the rate for internal Hawaiian postage. Normally
this letter would have been charged 2c¢ for the ship captain’s fee plus the 10c for U.S.
postage, but there is no indication of how the ship fee was paid.

Fred Gregory records a total of 40 examples of Scott No. 5 on cover. Only one is known
used solely with a 10c stamp (Siegel 1999 Rarities sale, lot 60). This use on a 10c Nesbitt
entire is the only recorded Hawaiian Kamehameha Issue mixed franking with a U.S.
embossed envelope stamp.

This rate change effectively increased the Hawaiian rate to the
U.S. East Coast from 13c to 17¢, thereby destroying the purpose for which this stamp was
originally created, which was to pay the 5c¢ internal Hawaiian rate, 2c ship’s fee and 6c¢ of
United States postage. During the period from May 1853 until April 1855, the practice of
affixing United States stamps to Hawaiian mail became more regular.

From there it was sent to Panama on the
John L. Stephens, which departed on Nov. 1 and arrived on Nov. 13.

The Gregory census contains just five examples of the 13¢c Kamehameha III stamp used
by itself — without any secondary franking — on covers dated prior to the United States
April 1855 rate change.

This cover was carried on the bark Wavelet, which departed Honolulu on May 16, 1854, and arrived in
San Francisco on June 8. From there it was sent to Panama on the Sonora, which departed on June 16
and arrived on June 29.

The 13c stamp prepaid the 5¢ Hawaiian postage, 2c ship captain’s fee and 6¢ transcontinental rate.
The short-lived practice of applying United States stamps (6¢ postage) over the 13¢ Hawaiian stamp
was likely intended to avoid confusion over whether or not U.S. postage had been prepaid. The post-
master in Honolulu affixed the U.S. stamps to cover up the Hawaiian postage, and the letter was post-
marked in San Francisco without applying a “Ship” or rate mark (although in this case it was marked
“Paid”). The 2c ship fee was credited to San Francisco in the regular accounting.

FINE APPEARANCE. A RARE PASTE-OVER COMBINATION OF THE 1853 13-CENT KAMEHAMEHA III ISSUE

The San Francisco Nov. 16 (1854) postmark date coincides with the preparation of the mail carried to
Panama on the Golden Age, which departed on Nov. 16 and arrived on Nov. 28. Without any indication
of the origin date in Honolulu, we cannot pinpoint one of the various ship sailings that arrived in San
Francisco before Nov. 16 and after the prior sailing for Panama in November.

EXTREMELY FINE. AN EXCEEDINGLY RARE FRANKING COMBINING BOTH KAMEHAMEHA II1
ISSUES AFTER THE APRIL 1855 RATE CHANGE RENDERED OBSOLETE THE 13-CENT’S ORIGI-
NAL PURPOSE. ONLY TWO COVERS FRANKED SOLELY BY THE TWO 1853 KAMEHAMEHA 111
STAMPS ARE RECORDED BY FRED GREGORY.

Following the United States rate change, effective April 1, 1855, the 13c Kamehameha III
stamp could no longer prepay the full rate from Hawaii to the U.S. East Coast, which
increased from 13c to 17c. In consequence the patrons of Hawaii’s postal system began
using 5c stamps plus 12c U.S. stamps, or 13c stamps plus 4c cash, or, in this case, 5c and
13c¢ stamps together. Although 13c stamps were sold for reduced rates in 1861 (the so-
called “mute surcharge”), post office correspondence confirms that in 1855 and 1856 the
13c stamps were sold for 13c. If combined with a 5¢ for 18¢ Hawaiian postage, the sender
incurred a loss of lc. Surviving covers with such 5¢/13c combinations — at least six of which
are recorded (including two without any other stamps) — originate at Hilo, but other outly-
ing offices might also have forwarded letters to Honolulu with similar frankings.

During the period starting in April 1855 it was already a regular practice to affix U.S.
postage stamps to outbound letters on which the U.S. rate had been prepaid. This is a
remarkable example of a fully-prepaid letter, to which no U.S. stamps were affixed. The
San Francisco “PAID 12” handstamp confirms that the letter was prepaid without U.S.
adhesive stamps. The other recorded cover, which is of lesser quality, was offered in our
sale of the Twigg-Smith collection (Siegel Sale 931, lot 4022).

EXTREMELY FINE. ONE OF THREE RECORDED COVERS FROM HILO TO THIS ADDRESSEE,
MAILED IN SEQUENCE WITH MIXED FRANKINGS, DEMONSTRATING THE IMPROVISED USE OF
THE 1853 13-CENT KAMEHAMEHA III ISSUE AFTER THE APRIL 1855 RATE CHANGE.

This letter was carried on the bark Yankee, which departed Honolulu on Jan. 3, 1856, and
arrived in San Francisco on Jan. 17. From there it was carried to Panama on the john L.
Stephens, which departed on Jan. 21 and arrived on Feb. 5.

Based on the content of the three letters from this correspondence, we know that the Hilo
postmaster, B. Pitman, mailed three sequential letters to the same addressee, each containing
installment bills of exchange for proceeds from the ship Ontario. This Dec. 13, 1855, folded
letter, the subsequent Dec. 23 folded letter (Honolulu Advertiser sale, lot 90) and an earlier
Dec. 7 letter (ex Rust and sold in our Sale 681, lot 591) comprise the three letters. In addi-
tion, Pitman also wrote from Hilo to Mrs. Sally Pitman in Boston on May 13, 1856.

The three December letters were forwarded from Hilo to Honolulu over a two-week period,
but they remained at the Honolulu office until the Yankee was cleared for departure on
Jan. 3, 1856, arriving in San Francisco on Jan. 17. On this and the earlier letter, the 13c
Kamehameha IIT stamps were used (presumably with cash) to prepay the 17c¢ rate. For the
final letter (Dec. 23), the postmaster had a 5¢c Kamehameha III stamp and used it with the
13c. We can be certain that the U.S. 12c¢ stamps were affixed in Honolulu, because the last
cover is a paste-over franking, and the red Honolulu datestamp ties the 12c together with the
Hawaiian stamps. Evidently the addressee, W. R. Post, had moved from Sag Harbor to
Southampton, and the three letters were forwarded on the same day, February 18, postage
due 3c each.

The correspondence was preserved and sold intact to one of the earliest American cover
collectors, John F. Seybold. After the Seybold collection was dispersed, the covers went sepa-
rate ways into the collections of Knapp (Dec. 13), West (Dec. 23) and Tows (Dec. 7). Two of
the three (Dec. 13 and 23) were reunited in the Honolulu Advertiser collection. The Dec. 7
cover is now in the Walske exhibit collection, together with the Sally Pitman letter.

VERY FINE. A RARE LATE USE OF THE 1853 13-CENT KAMEHAMEHA III ISSUE AND UNITED
STATES 12-CENT 1851 IMPERFORATE ISSUE ON A FULLY PREPAID COVER FROM HAWAII TO THE
EAST COAST VIA BRITISH COLUMBIA, SAN FRANCISCO AND THE OVERLAND BUTTERFIELD
STAGECOACH ROUTE.

This cover — remarkable for its franking and route — was carried on the schooner Emma
Rooke, which departed Honolulu on Aug. 29, 1860, and sailed to Victoria, British Columbia
(Sep. 18) before continuing on to San Francisco (arrived on Oct. 4). From there the mail was
bagged for the next twice-weekly overland stagecoach run over the Butterfield Route. The
San Francisco Oct. 5 postmark date coincides with the Friday departure of the Butterfield
stagecoach.

The franking on this cover is puzzling. The positions of the two stamps indicate that both
were affixed at the point of mailing. The use of a 13¢ Hawaiian stamp instead of the required
5c seems to be a rather drastic overpayment. Either out of convenience, ignorance or perhaps
a special accommodation by the postmaster in Maui, the 13c stamp was used in lieu of a 5c
Hawaiian stamp.

VERY FINE APPEARANCE. AN IMPRESSIVE AND RARE FOUR-COLOR MIXED FRANKING, COMBINING
THE 1857 5-CENT AND 1853 13-CENT KAMEHAMEHA III ISSUES AND TWO UNITED STATES 1857-60
ISSUES. THIS IS ONE OF THREE RECORDED COVERS WITH THE SO-CALLED “MUTE” 12-CENT
SURCHARGE ON THE 1853 13-CENT ISSUE. ONE OF THE GREAT POSTAL HSTORY COVERS OF THE
UNITED STATES AND HAWATII.

This cover was carried on the bark Yankee, which departed Honolulu on May 20, 1861, and
arrived in San Francisco on June 4. From there it was sent to Panama on the Golden Age, which
departed on June 11. The addressee, Almira Lucilla Bartow, was the sister of Lahaina postmaster
Cornelius S. Bartow.

From the forthcoming Gregory book, we quote his analysis of the 1861 “Mute Surcharge”:

“In 1861, supplies of the United States 12c¢ stamp were running low at the Honolulu Post Office
and were exhausted at some outlying post offices. A problem arose when the postmaster at
Lahaina ordered a supply of 200 United States 12c stamps from Honolulu. Instead of sending
United States 12c¢ stamps and risk exhausting the supply at Honolulu, Postmaster General Clark
requisitioned more of the 13c stamps from the vault, put them into service at 12c¢ and in a letter
dated 16 March 1861, instructed the Lahaina Postmaster to sell them at 12c: ‘I also send $24.00
worth thirteen cent stamps, which I have rated at twelve cents & you can sell them at that rate
until a supply of twelve cents stamps is rec’d from San Francisco.” Clark’s authorization to sell the
13c stamps for 12c¢ amounted to a ‘mute’ surcharge. Bartow recalled the surcharging of 1857 and
was concerned lest the old surcharged stamps be confused. He expressed his thought in a (now
lost) letter to Clark on 20 March, and in reply Clark wrote on 21 March: ‘Yours of March 20th
came to hand this morning. I was much surprised that you did not receive my letter relative to the
13 cent stamps, but find the letter was left in the press after writing & was not forwarded with the
stamps as intended. The 13 cent stamps sold as five cent are all devalued with the figure 5, and
consequently cannot interfere with the sale at 12 cents.”

The cover offered here is a double-rate franking: 2 x 5¢ Hawaiian postage (10c), 2 x 10c U.S.
transcontinental postage (20c¢) plus 2c ship fee, for a total of 32c. The four stamps affixed at
Lahaina at upper left amount to 32c exactly, if we count the 13c as 12¢, which Clark’s correspon-
dence authorized and the “12” notation below the 13c¢ stamp confirms. The postmaster in
Honolulu was careful not to cancel the United States stamps. By the time the letter reached
Honolulu from Lahaina, a fresh supply of United States 12c stamps had been received, and so the
12c Plate 3 stamp was affixed before the cover was put onto the next outbound ship to San
Francisco. On arrival at the San Francisco post office, all of the stamps were cancelled and tied by
the June 11 datestamp.

There are three genuine covers showing the 1861 “Mute Surcharge” on 13c: 1) Honolulu (Apr.
1861), to John A. Foot, Cleveland O., SF May 11, 1861, Hawaii No. 8 pair and No. 6, U.S. No. 35,
36B, ex Knapp, questioned by Dr. Munk but absolutely genuine in our opinion; 2) Honolulu May
20, 1861, to Almira L. Bartow, Brooklyn N.Y., SF Jun. 11, Hawaii No. 8 pair and No. 6, U.S. No.
35, 36B, the cover offered here, ex Seybold, Tows, Adm. Harris; and 3) Honolulu Sep. 7, 1861, to
Mrs. Anson G. Chandler, Calais Me., SF Sep. 29, Hawaii No. 8 and 6, ex Hindes, Pietsch, Myers.

EXTREMELY FINE. THE ONLY RECORDED EXAMPLE OF THE 1853 13-CENT KAMEHAMEHA 111
ISSUE USED ON MAIL FROM THE UNITED STATES TO HAWAII.

Descendants of the Goodale and Thurston families have been associated with the
Hawaiian islands ever since Lucy (Goodale) Thurston and the Revered Asa Thurston
arrived with the Pioneer Company of Missionaries in April 1820. The Goodales were
prominent residents of Marlborough (Marlboro), Massachusetts. The addressee, Warren
Goodale, was the nephew of Lucy Thurston. He was born in Marlborough in 1825 and
travelled to Hawaii in 1849. He became a tutor at the Royal School in Honolulu and
subsequently was appointed Marshal of the Kingdom and Collector of Customs. He was
one of two men present at Fort Honolulu when it was raided by the French in August
1849. Sometime after his wife, Ellen (Whitmore) Goodale, died in 1861 (see lot 365), he
moved his family back to Massachusetts and joined the Union Army in the Civil War. He
subsequently resettled in Hawaii where he was involved in the sugar industry.

There is no yeardate on this cover, but since it is addressed to Warren Goodale in
Honolulu, it must have been mailed prior to his resignation as Collector of Customs in
December 1863. The “3” handstamp could be interpreted as 3¢ U.S. postage, which
would mean that the cover was postmarked at Marlborough on Sep. 11, 1863, after the
U.S. rate to California was reduced to 3c in July 1863. The 13c¢ Hawaiian stamp would
leave a balance of 10c to cover the 7c¢ due in Hawaii (5¢ plus 2c¢ ship fee). In any case, the
absence of San Francisco and Honolulu postmarks is normal for a letter to Hawaii in this

period.

The Hawaiian stamp was probably sent to or carried back to Massachusetts by a member
of the Goodale family. Its use on mail to Hawaii appears to have been permitted by the
Marlborough post office, either due to the “United States 8 Cts.” label on the stamp or
out of respect to the Goodale family (or both). Once the letter entered the mail stream, it
made its way to Honolulu via San Francisco.

The 5c provisional surcharge was necessary due to a shortage of bc stamps just after the transition from
Postmaster Whitney to Jackson.

New supplies of the 5¢ stamp (Scott No. 8) were received at the end of June 1857.

The addressee, Cephas Brainerd, was a partner in the New York City law firm of
Ebenezer Seely and Truman Smith. He served as vice-president of the Bar Association of
New York City and for 12 years was a lecturer of international law at New York
University. In 1864 he successfully represented a group of African-Americans whose
property had been damaged in rioting. From 1876 to 1892 he worked on a number of
cases relating to the “Alabama Claims,” in which money was distributed to United States
maritime interests and their insurance companies in compensation for Civil War
damages. Brainerd was active in the YMCA, where he served as director in New York
and eventually as Secretary General of the International Committee. He advocated an
evangelical emphasis and a moderate attitude towards race relations.

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1859-65 NUMERAL ISSUES

HE NUMERALS WERE HAWAIT'S FIRST STAMPS FOR LOCAL AND INTER-ISLAND POSTAGE.

Before August 1859, Hawaiian inter-island mail was carried free of charge by schooners, and
there was no charge for letters delivered locally. With the rise in inter-island correspondence came a
greater need for collecting postage. In 1859 the postal laws were amended to include a 2¢ per half-
ounce postage rate for inter-island letters (and lc for printed matter), effective August 1. Drop letters
left at and picked up at the same post office were not subject to postage, nor were consignee letters
handled by ship captains, as long as they did not go through the post office.

The simple typeset Numeral stamps were intended to be a temporary measure until new Ic and 2¢
stamps could be ordered, printed and delivered. Far from being temporary, the Numerals main-
tained a prominent position in Hawaii’s postal history for a period of seven years.

The Numerals were printed from newspaper type on a small hand-operated Ruggles card press. The
early printings were made at the offices of Henry M. Whitney’s newspaper, the Pacific Commercial
Advertiser. Later printings were made by another private printer and at the Government Printing
Office.

The Numerals encompass fifteen major Scott numbers. The table on page 168 will help collectors
visualize and identify the complex Numeral Issue printings. Each time the denomination was
changed and the type had to be reset, philatelists call it a new setting. There were twelve settings of
Numerals from 1859 to 1865, which produced lc, 2c and 5c stamps. When the arrangement was
modified, but the denomination stayed the same, philatelists call it a separate plate (the correct
printer’s term would be a typeset “form”). The Numerals were printed from at least 29 different
plates. Much of the work in assigning stamps to specific plates and reconstructing the arrangement of
each plate was accomplished by the late J. F. Westerberg. In recent years Westerberg’s work has been
expanded and improved upon by philatelists such as Geoffrey Brewster, Fred Gregory, Thurston
Twigg-Smith and others.

The Numerals’ production method — the use of loose type, printing in various colors on different
papers, and making more than one impression on a sheet of paper—has provided collectors with a
tremendous variety of fascinating items, including rare basic stamps, unusual typographic varieties
and spectacular multiples, such as téte-béche pairs and blocks. The postal history of the period in
which the Numerals were used is also rich in artifacts, including inter-island covers, postmarks from
exotic locations and colorful mixed-franking covers with United States stamps.

ONLY FOUR EXAMPLES OF THE COMMA AFTER “CENTS” VARIETY ARE BELIEVED TO EXIST.
The four 2c Blue Numeral stamps with the Comma after “Cents” variety known to us are: 1) Plate
1-A, Ty. X (Westerberg Position 2), tear at right, two holes repaired, ex Honolulu Advertiser, real-
ized $2,100 hammer in 1995; 2) Plate 1-A, Type X (Westerberg Position 2), on cover from Hilo to
Honolulu, ex Honolulu Advertiser, realized $40,000 hammer in 1995; 3) Plate 1-A, Type X
(Westerberg Postion 2), off cover, pen cancel, ex Crocker, Pietsch; and 4) Plate 3-A, Type I
(Westerberg Position 3), the example offered here.
We should note that examples of this position on Plate 3-A usually come with a fully formed
period after “Cents”. It is possible that the period became deformed at a certain point or was not

fully printed on this example. The Comma after “Cents” on Plate 1-A shows consistently on Type
X, Position 2.

Before August 1859, Hawaiian inter-island mail was carried free of charge by schooners, and there
was no charge for letters delivered locally. With the rise in inter-island correspondence came a
greater need for collecting postage. In 1859 the postal laws were amended to include a 2¢ per
half-ounce postage rate for inter-island letters (and lc for printed matter), effective August 1.
Drop letters left at and picked up at the same post office were not subject to postage, nor were
consignee letters handled by ship captains, as long as they did not go through the post office.

The stamps available in 1859 were 5¢ and 13c¢ denominations that were unsuitable for inter-island
mail. In July 1859 the 1c and 2¢ Numeral stamps were put on sale through post offices. The
stamps were printed from newspaper type on a small hand-operated Ruggles card press. The
early printings were made at the offices of Henry M. Whitney’s newspaper, the Pacific Commercial
Advertiser. Later printings were made by another private printer and at the Government Printing
Office. The different settings of type are called “Plates” by collectors, but the correct printer’s
terminology would be typeset “forms.”

The 1859 Numerals were printed in blue ink on bluish white paper. The 2¢ Blue was printed from
Plate 1-A (and possibly two variations, 1-B and 1-C), Plate 3-A and 3-B. Each plate (or setting)
comprised ten subjects, forming a complete pane. It is known that some, and possibly all, of the
different Numeral stamps were issued in sheets of 50 (five impressions of the setting of ten).

The 1859 Blue Numeral Issue is quite rare on cover. No example of the 1c Blue has been found
on cover, and it has been reported that approximately 15 covers exist with the 2c Blue (excluding
fronts from the Catholic Mission correspondence). Double-rate inter-island covers with any of the
2c¢ Numerals are extremely rare (off-cover used pairs of 2c Numeral stamps are also very rare).
This extraordinary cover is the only double-rate franking with the 1859 2c¢ Blue Numeral Issue.

The addressee, Mrs. Persis Goodale Thurston Taylor (1821-1906), was a painter and sketch artist
who was born in Kailua-Kona, Hawaii, on September 28, 1821. Her parents, Reverend Asa
Thurston and Lucy Goodale Thurston, were in the first company of missionaries to the Hawaiian
Islands (and the great-great-grandparents of collector Thurston Twigg-Smith). In 1847 she
married Rev. Townsend Elijah Taylor of LaGrange, New York, who was serving as the seaman’s
chaplain for the Port of Lahaina. As an artist, Taylor is best known for her landscapes and silhou-
ettes of both missionaries and Hawaiian royalty. The writing on this cover closely resembles that of
Lucy Goodale Thurston. ... ...

This marking was used by Cornelius S. Bartow, the Lahaina postmaster, before he received
cancelling devices ordered through the Honolulu post office. In a letter to the postmaster-
general, he refers to this provisional cancellation: “Did you order a stamp for the department of this
place? It seems to me to be very necessary, as I am now compelled to use the Custom House seal.”

It has been reported that approximately 15 covers are known with the 2c¢ Blue Numeral Issue
(the 1c Blue is not recorded on cover). Our search of past auction catalogues did not produce
another 2¢ Blue Numeral cover with the Lahaina seal.

The addressee, Ellen Rebecca (Whitmore) Goodale, was married to Warren Goodale. She was
a teacher at a Cherokee school in Oklahoma when she married. Her journal can be read at:

She died at age 33 on February 22, 1861, about one year after receiving this letter. The writ-
ing on this cover is believed to be in the hand of Lucy Goodale Thurston.

The addressee, Liwai (Levi) Haalelea, was an important figure in Hawaiian history. His
wife was Princess Kekauonohi, the granddaughter of Kamehameha I. She was one of the
five wives of Kamehameha IT and was present on the occasion of the famous meal at
which the eating kapu was overturned and with it the entire kapu system in 1819. In
1828 she married Aaron Keliiahonui, son of Kaumualii, the last King of Kauai. One year
after his death in 1849, she married Levi Haalelea. She died in Honolulu in June 1851.

The distinctive Collector’s Office marking, used as a cancellation in Hilo during the
Numeral Issue period, was struck in a brownish-black ink that is rarely found with a clear
impression.

Louis Maigret (1804-82) served as the first vicar apostolic of the
Vicariate Apostolic of the Hawaiian Islands, now the Roman
Catholic Diocese of Honolulu. Born in France, Maigret was
ordained to the priesthood as a member of the Congregation of the
Sacred Hearts of Jesus and Mary in September 1828 at the age of
24. As part of his missionary work, Father Maigret sailed to the
Kingdom of Hawaii to help build its Catholic community of native
Hawaiians. When the Vicar Apostolic of Oriental Oceania, Etienne
Jerome Rouchouze, was lost at sea on board the ill-fated Marie
Joseph, the Holy See appointed Father Maigret as the first vicar
apostolic of the Sandwich Islands in September 1846 at the age of
42. He was officially ordained as a bishop in November 1847. As
bishop, Maigret oversaw the construction of what would become
his most lasting legacy, the Cathedral of Our Lady of Peace. After
his death, Bishop Maigret was entombed in the crypt below the
sanctuary (source: Wikipedia).

According to Michael Laurence in his 10c 1869 book (pp. 813-314), the U.S.-Hawaii
postal treaty, effective July 1, 1870, eliminated the need for mixed franking, except on
covers sent via U.S. mail to foreign destinations. The U.S. registry fee of 8¢ would apply,
plus the 6¢ in postage. Laurence suggests that this is a single-rate cover and was overpaid
by 6¢ in U.S. postage. However, another explanation is that this was a double-rate letter
(12c postage plus 8c registry fee) and that the Hawaiian postage was short 6¢ or may have
been paid in cash.
